APPLICATION 
Written application must be made through the High School guidance office by the 
last Friady in April , OF SENIOR YEAR 
CRITERIA 
The individual should: 
1. Have a 3.0 grade average or better. 
2. Possess leadership qualities, reflected in his/her activities and accomplishments.  
3. Possess good character and a positive attitude. 
4. Be involved in school and community activities. 
 
JUDGING 
Nominations are reviewed by the Youth and Education Committee (3 members required). Each judge may select 
three top candidates and then award a point value to his/her choices: 1St place - 3 pts., 2' place - 2 pts., 3rd place - 1 
pt. Point values are then tabulated, with the winner having the highest number of points. An alternate recipient, who 
will not be identified unless the original recipient defaults, should be chosen in case the original recipient is unable to 
fulfill the commitment of the scholarship acceptance. 
 
AWARD AND PRESENTATION 
The recipient is announced to the membership at the last meeting in May. The recipient is then notified, with the 
formal announcement taking place at the school's graduation ceremony. 
 
Upon completion of the student's first grading period the freshman college year, the student will present a copy of 
his/her report card to the high school principal who will forward it to the Lions Club for subsequent payment of the 
grant.
