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Teachers and Administrators often get the question, “What can I do to help my child prepare for the state tests?” 
Besides keeping up on their academics and the curriculum taught in the classroom, parents have access to a 
practice test site that will allow you to see the type of questions presented to students through the state tests. It 
is important to remember that these questions are just samples, and the questions given to the students will be 
different.

EARNING AN OHIO HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA

Along with the 21 credit criteria, your student must also pass a testing aspect for their diploma.  (The state testing for an Ohio 
high school diploma is no longer the OGTs).  There are three pathways to meet the testing criteria:

  1. Earn 18 of 35 points in seven end-of-course state tests.
 Your student needs a minimum of 4 points in Math.

o Tests include Algebra I and Geometry
 Your student needs a minimum of 4 points in English.

o Tests include English I and English II
 Your student needs a minimum of 6 points in Science and Social Studies.

o Tests include Biology, American History and American Government

STUDENT A has earned the following points on her tests. STUDENT B has earned the following points on her tests.

English II – 3      English II – 2
American History – 3     American History – 2

       more overall points.

  2. Industry recognized credential and score on workforce readiness test.
 This option is through Pioneer Career Technology Center.  You must earn credentials in your program totaling 

12 points and the required score on the WorkKeys test.
  3. College and career readiness tests

 Remediation Free scores in Math and English on the ACT.  Currently, this is a 22 in Reading and 22 in Math.
 Juniors will take the ACT for free at Lucas on February 27, 2018.

Testing results are mailed home as soon as they are received in the district.  If you have questions about your student’s 
pathway for graduation, please contact the school.
